3 Planning – Discussion on the way forward 

 There was general discussion regarding how to take things forward, whether the Council has 

to or should reply to all Planning Applications.  Cllr Hipkin advised that he felt the Parish Council 

was only a small part and the Borough Council really did not take much notice of comments 

from the Parish.  The question was raised about having a Committee and the members being 

six Councillors and not having to stay the same Councillors all the time.  The other suggestion 

was is it necessary if the Council decides to go to a two Full Council meetings a month.  Cllr 

Suiter agreed to print out any plans that were not straightforward.  It was resolved to 

recommend to Full Council that the Committee to continue if the Council did not go over 

to a two Council Meetings a month system.  The Committee to be given delegated 

powers to make a decision on behalf of the Council and the Clerk to be given delegated 

powers for the Council to reply to consultations based on the agreement of the 

Committee.  It was felt that having a meeting either Full Council or Committee every two weeks 

would close the gap of making decision within the 21-day rule.
